The Structured Conversation — guideline

eSpend 2 minutes having a wide ranging conversation around the
issue at hand.

*Try and pick out the 3 key points that come out of the
conversation (The Rule of 3)
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*Make a note of the 2 stand out points identified in the 'explore’
part of the conversation.

eFor each of these points focus in on the 3 key elements that
arererlated or have animpact on the issue. This could be the
cause, the effect or a solution related to the issue.
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eDecide how you would feed back the information you have noted
down. You will have up to 1 minute to get your key points across
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e Review the detail of your conversation.
e What were the strengths?
e How could you improve the conversation?

*Note down the 3 key points coming out of the conversation?

*Note down up to 3 key things linked to the important 2 points you have chosen
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*\Write down prompts or reminders that will help you deliver your 1
minute presentation
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e What was good about your 'structured conversation'?
